Purpose For Which Licensed Material Will Be Used
The CAM will be used by military and civilian personnel within the Department of the Navy (DoN) on Department of Defense (DoD) property and temporary job sites throughout the world.

NOTE:
The Chemical Agent Monitor (CAM) is a portable, handheld, monitoring device designed to detect specific chemical gases and warn of concentrations of nerve and blister agents considered hazardous to humans (anti-personnel chemical agents).  Licensed material (Ni-63) is used as an ionization source in the CAM drift tube module.  The CAM is capable of detecting chemical agent contamination on personnel, equipment, ship superstructures, aircraft and land vehicles, buildings and terrain, and monitoring the effectiveness of chemical decontamination.  In addition to its surface monitoring capability, the CAM can also be used to detect airborne chemical aerosols and vapors.
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
