4.1  General.  The responsibility for Initial Issue Provisioning management belongs to the Materiel Management Department (MMD).  Materiel Managers are vested with the responsibility within MMD.  

4.2  Concept. Initial operating spares and repair parts support for the Operational Marine Forces. 

4.3  Process. Initial Issue Provisioning of Class IX Secondary Repairables (SECREP) and consumable repair parts.

4.3.1 Class IX SECREP or consumable requirement is received from MARCORSYSCOM for procurement and issue as initial issues spares and repair parts.
